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Memorial Day is a special day where 
each of us has the opportunity to recog-
nize the fallen heroes who have given 
the ultimate sacrifice so we may enjoy 
the benefits of the freedom they so 
bravely fought for.  We identify each of 
them by placing an American flag on their gravesite 
 
This is also a very special day for us veterans because 
it gives us the opportunity to reinforce our commit-
ment to defend the freedom we so dearly love and 
enjoy and which many take for granted. 
 
Freedom is not a God-given right or something that 
is decreed by government.  Governments don't just 
say, "Okay everyone, you're free now so enjoy it".  It 
is earned by men and women who are willing to fight 
and sacrifice their lives to be free.  It is won not by 
retreating from adversity or compromising with the 
enemy but rather by overpowering and defeating 
them with superior strength and perseverance. 
 
We must teach our children what freedom is, how it 
is obtained and what is required to defend it.  As it 
states in the Preamble to the Constitution of the 
American Legion, "We must preserve the memories 
and incidents of our associations in the Great Wars".  
Why is this important?  It's important because with-
out this knowledge our children will never under-
stand what this great country is all about. We must 
have a strong military and do what we must do to 
preserve our freedom.  They must be taught that war 
is not pleasant but it is not always evil and unneces-

sary.  We must not gloss over any part of our history, 
or that of our enemies, no matter how bad, because 
we don't want to hurt someone's feelings.  Truth is 
paramount.  I repeat, nothing is more important 
than understanding the history of this great country, 
how our freedom was won and what we have done 
to preserve it. 
 
We must also teach them about who veterans are 
and the role they have played in our nation's history.  
They must know it is the veteran who has fought for 
the freedoms we enjoy and it is those who serve to-
day who preserve it.  They must understand that you 
can have veterans without freedom but you cannot 
have freedom without veterans.  It is the veteran 
who is willing to stand up and make the ultimate sac-
rifice. 
 
Remember, no society can long survive if it cannot 
produce men and women of war who emerge to de-
fend its most cherished values.  These are the men 
and women we honor today. 
 
Let me leave you with this thought:  The men and 
women serving today are fighting so that our chil-
dren's children will not have to.  Pray that the politi-
cians in Washington stop their bickering and provide 
them with the means to win this war, because if they 
don't, the world as we know it will be forever 
changed.  Let me assure you this is not a war that is 
defined by a bumper sticker.

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At the June meeting Post Officers will be elected for 
the upcoming year.  They will serve from July 2007 
through June 2008, which is the Post fiscal year.  
Membership, however, is based on the calendar year 
January through December.  Dues are to be paid in 
advance thus dues for 2008 are due by December 31, 
2007.  We have 230 members and a goal of 236. 
 
Dues will increase for 2008 to $30, but...... you can 
take advantage of the lower 2007 rate by becoming 
a PUFL (Paid Up For Life) member before the end of 
this year.  As a current member in good standing, the 
2007 PUFL rate is based on $25 dues, in 2008 the 
PUFL rate will be based on $30 dues.  This chart will 
help you compare the cost of PUFL for your age, for 
both 2007 and 2008. 

For example, for a member age 52 (between 50 and 
55) look at the cost for age 50.  PUFL this year is 

$527, PUFL after this year will be $662, costing $135 
more.  PLUS, you never have to worry about paying 
dues again, PLUS it can be paid for in full by check or 
credit card or paid over a year on a time-payment 
installment plan.  In the long haul, one needs to con-
sider PUFL as a wise choice for both yourself and the 
American Legion.  The last dues increase was in 1994 
and now 14 years later, it is increasing by only $5 per 
year. 
 
The Department 2007 Convention will be held June 
14-17 at the North Raleigh Hilton.  Committees meet 
Thursday between 10 am and 7:30 pm.  Friday will 
be Caucus meetings and Saturday is the General Ses-
sion.  Post 67 has 6 delegates and 2 alternates.  Only 
these delegates may vote but all members are wel-
come to attend the Convention. 
  
Bob Klatt, recently departed to Charlotte, was sub-
mitted as Post 67 Legionnaire of the Year to the De-
partment.
