A Note from Jack Smith

Dear Friends and Fellow Legionnaires,

I want to thank all of you for keeping me in your
thoughts and prayers and especially for being remem-
bered on the Legion’s
your prayers were heard and I am deeply humbled by
your friendship and the spiritual comfort you gave me.

On December 22nd — somewhere in the United States —
a young man under the age of 20, died. His family, in
their hour of grief, made the decision to donate his or-
gans. His blood type and tissue antigens were so rare
that of the thousands of people on the North American
Donor wait list — only one was an exact match. That
person was me and on Dec 24th at noon I received a
Christmas miracle. Doctors explained to me it was like
receiving an organ from an identical twin.

Monday Feb 4th marked my 6 week anniversary since
the surgery. After a difficult first 4 weeks of trying to
get the new kidney to function properly, I finally had a
hectic, positive and fruitful week. Last Tuesday the sta-
ples came out and on Thursday I had a minor procedure
to remove a stent in the urethra. The lab work continues
to show the new kidney improving with no signs of in-
fection/rejection and starting Feb 11th the lab work only
gets done once a week (versus five times a week) — and
that’'s a sign of good
