Now, like then, the world is changing in many 

profound ways as globalization redefines the flow of 

money, products, people and ideology; and like then, we 

have people deployed to 

maintain our freedoms and to 

provide democracy to coun-

t r i e s  w h o s e  s e l f-

determination is in peril. 

 

Watching my wife as she 

studies for her naturalization 

test, Iôm impressed by the 

breadth of questions covering 

our history and our form of government.  Iôm reminded 

of things I have long since taken for granted and Iôm 

even learning some new things.  Above all Iôm proud, 

especially when I hear her recite the Pledge of Alle-

giance with her accented English. 

 

Watching her is renewing; it reinforces Americanism and 

makes me less concerned about societal issues like dubi-

ous role models, unscrupulous CEOs, jobs export, media 

bias, etc.  In so much as her studies are renewing, so too 

do I look forward to the coming yearôs activities, not be-

cause I hope to forget those items of the wider world that 

confound and concern me, but because I hope that 

through our interactions we can help to impart those im-

portant American ideals to others and positively impact 

the community.
